Members discussed the current expenditure threshold of the Post Office.
RESOLVED: To recommend to Full Council that the Post Office’s income and expenditure
continue to be reviewed on an annual basis unless circumstances necessitate an earlier review
and that the expenditure threshold remain at £25,000 per annum, unless circumstances
necessitate an earlier review.

Games Area (MUGA), requesting that £15,000 be allocated in the Frinton & Walton Town
Council budget for 2026/27 to support Tendring District Council (TDC) MUGA for Walton.
RESOLVED: It was agreed not to recommend this request to full council at this time.
Members felt that it is important for TDC to first establish its own budget and ensure the
MUGA can operate sustainably. Once TDC has confirmed a self-sufficient operational
plan, the town council may consider supporting the project in the future.
